MINISTERIAL LETTER 
Dear Friends, 
As we begin this month Easter is only just over three weeks away. Jerusalem 
beckons to us in the distance – still a little misty on the horizon but a definite 
presence now, waiting, expectant and poised. It is like this every year and has 
been ever since the year of Jesus’ crucifixion, burial and resurrection; this sense 
of pregnancy, of something waiting to be birthed.  
It is, when you think about it, very peculiar that an event that took place almost 
2000 years ago continues to be awaited so breathlessly by the Church. Why is 
that? 
The Resurrection of Jesus breaks loose, not just the physical limitations of 
mortality, but also those of time and space. The Resurrected Jesus is on the loose 
– not just on the loose out of the stone tomb in the garden, not just on the loose in 
the streets and houses of Jerusalem and on the roads leading into the countryside 
of Galilee 2000 years ago, but He is also on the loose in time.  
The Resurrected Jesus has broken out of the first century and is free to break 
into all the subsequent twenty or so there have been since then, including our own. 
It is right then that the Church should await His coming breathlessly every year. 
Watch for Him, listen for Him – look in the Gospel accounts for tips for where He 
is to be found and seek Him out there. You can be sure that if you are looking for 
Him, He will find you.  
And when He finds you, be prepared for things to change, to be transformed, to 
be given new life, new energy, new horizons. Because that is what the Resurrected 
Son of God does in people’s lives and He waits to do it in yours.  
As we turn our faces towards the crucifixion and the empty tomb, the Church 
invites us to read again this great love story, and not just to read it, but to be 
moved by it, to be stirred to tears by it, to be fired with passion by it, to allow it 
to change us and empower us. 
Bring to the foot of the cross all the burdens you long to set down, the things that 
diminish who you really are and who you really are born to be and be ready to find 
your true calling, as a beloved child of God for whom He was prepared to lay down 
His life. Be ready to meet the risen Jesus and walk with Him and to come into your 
true inheritance of life and joy. It is the gift of a lifetime that lasts for all 
eternity. 

May the risen Christ bless you 
 and fill you and all whom you love  

with his peace and his joy,

THE LENT APPEAL 
for Khwendo Kor  

The organisation, Khwendo Kor, has worked in the health sector since its 
initiation in 1993, setting itself a strategic milestone last year of a 
reduction in infant and maternal mortality rates, using a multidimensional 
approach.  One component of this would be a mobile van, fully equipped and 
furnished with a health team, comprising a lady health visitor and a 
trained birth attendant, thus giving rural women and children in the North 
West Frontier Province access to improved health services at village level.  
The area to be covered by the Appeal would be the frontier region of 
Bannu. 
The Appeal would aim to provide the following for a total cost of £5,626: 
•   The furnishing and fuel for one mobile van, providing health 

services to 15 communities in the North West Frontier area: 
£1,500 

•   The setting up of 10 medical camps to deal with diseases and 
vaccinations, the latter in co-ordination with the Health Dept:       
£1,626 

•   Safe delivery services for at least 1,000 mothers and the 
provision of health services for 1,500 children:                     
£2,500

BASIC RATE TAX CHANGES

recover on a net donation of say £100 reduces from £28 to £25. 
What we would appreciate is you taking one of two courses of action:- 

1. Gift as much of your year’s donation to us prior to 6 April 2008, 
especially if you are planning any one off gifts this year 

or 
2. Increase your stewardship giving post 6 April by the tax you will 

save or by around 2½%.

PREPARING FOR THE 2008 
Lambeth Conference 

The Lambeth Conference is a meeting of bishops of the Anglican 
Communion that occurs every ten years at the invitation of the 
Archbishop of Canterbury.  Bishops are due to meet this summer, from 16 
July to 3 August, on the campus of the University of Kent at Canterbury.  
The Lambeth Conference allows bishops from all over the world to meet, 
talk and learn from each other about their ministries and the challenges 
of the cultures in which they minister.  During the conference, the 
bishops will study the ‘I am’ sayings in St John’s gospel. 
 
Dioceses and parishes are encouraged to support their bishops in their 
preparations for the Lambeth Conference. 
 
One way to support and pray alongside the bishops is to follow the pre- 
Lambeth Conference bible study.  Bishops have been sent a copy of 
People’s Bible Commentary (published by Bible Reading Fellowship) on 
John’s gospel written by the Revd Dr Richard Burridge, Dean of King’s 
College London ‒ whom some may remember as lecturer during Lent a few 
years ago.  It has been suggested that the bishops read five passages 
each week starting on 11 February and ending when they catch their 
flights to London in early July.  We are encouraged to join them.  The 
designated passages for March are: 
 

3 to 9 March  John 3:16‒4:19 
10 to 16 March  John 4:19‒5:18 
17 to 23 March  John 5:19‒6:24 
24 to 30 March John 6:25‒71 
31 March to 6 April John 7:1‒52

STATIONS OF THE CROSS  
in Pinner 

 
 
 
 
Most people who have visited Jerusalem will have taken part in walking the 
Via Dolorosa (the Way of Suffering). As Janet Baker told us in her 
account of her pilgrimage to the Holy Land in the January/February 
Review, the walk starts near the Roman fortress where Jesus was 
condemned before Pilate and follows the way he walked to his place of 
crucifixion and burial. At various points (“stations”) the pilgrims stop to 
reflect on Jesus’ last journey. Nine of the fourteen Stations of the Cross 
are found on the Via Dolorosa. The last five are within the church of the 
Holy Sepulchre, ending at the tomb where Jesus was laid. 
 
When I walked this same route in November 2006, I was struck that, 
although we went straight through the busy Arab market, the traders 
respected our silent pilgrimage and did not thrust their wares at us. But I 
wondered what it was like when Jesus walked to his death. Was it equally 
busy, with colour, noise and cooking smells? Did the traders respect him, 
ignore him or jeer at him?   
 
As Christian pilgrims began to bring back memories of the liturgies and 
devotions they had experienced in the Holy Land, so churches began to 
put the Stations of the Cross along their walls or on pillars as a series of 
statues or paintings. If people could not go to Jerusalem, they would have 
reminders of Jerusalem close by. In the Middle Ages the Franciscans 
encouraged Christians to walk the Stations of the Cross in Lent – to use 
them as the basis for a simple meditation on the last hours of Christ's 
life. This tradition has now spread to many Anglican and Lutheran 
churches. Pilgrims walk around the church, stopping at each “station” and 
saying a prayer, perhaps hearing a passage from the Bible and reflecting in 
silence. By walking with Jesus on the Way of the Cross, we can hope to 
gain his courageous patience and learn to trust in God who delivers us 
from evil. Through his passion and resurrection, Jesus transforms the 
reality of evil that we find hard to bear.  

And in order that we remember that the Crucifixion is not the end of the 
story some series of meditations end with a Fifteenth Station. The set of 
posters from Turvey Abbey which we used in Lent last year ends with a 
depiction of the risen Christ. A 2001 guidance note for Roman Catholics 
reminds worshippers that the Way of the Cross “should conclude … in such 
fashion as to leave the faithful with a sense of expectation of the 
resurrection in faith and hope”. 
 
Jonathan Hutchins, an artist who is a member of our congregation, has 
been working on a series of paintings of the Stations of the Cross for 
some months. Aware of the criticism that some of the traditional 
fourteen stations are not based on events recorded in the Gospels, 
Jonathan has used Biblical events for all fourteen of his. He showed his 
preliminary sketches to the Standing Committee, who were impressed by 
their quality. He has now worked many of them up into a finished state, 
but the whole set is still “a work in progress”. We look forward very much 
to seeing them when they are finished.  
 
On Saturday 1 March some of us experienced the Stations of the Cross 
for ourselves when we used the Turvey Abbey posters to follow Christ on 
his last journey.

ARCHBISHOP ROWAN  

addresses General Synod 
During the recent meeting of General Synod, Archbishop Rowan gave 
a Presidential Address, which included some comments on his lecture 
given the previous week in the Royal Courts of Justice that had 
attracted a lot of (mainly inaccurate) press attention. Below is a 
section of his address: 
‘The lecture was written as an opening contribution to a series on 
Islam and English Law mounted by the Temple Church and London 
University.  As such, it posed the question to the legal establishment 
of whether attempts to accommodate aspects of Islamic law would 
create an area where the law of the land doesn't run.  This, I said, 
would certainly be the case if any practice under Islamic law had the 
effect of removing from any individual the rights they were entitled 
to enjoy as a citizen of the UK; and I concluded that nothing should 
be recognised which had that effect.  We are not talking about 
parallel jurisdictions; and I tried to make clear that there could be no 
'blank cheques' in this regard, in particular as regards some of the 
sensitive questions about the status and liberties of women.  The law 
of the land still guarantees for all the basic components of human 
dignity.    
‘So the question remains of whether certain additional choices could 
and should be made available under the law of the United Kingdom for 
resolving disputes and regulating transactions. It would be analogous 
to what is already possible in terms of the legal recognition of certain 
kinds of financial transactions under Islamic regulation (including 
special provision around mortgage arrangements).  And it would 
create a helpful interaction between the courts and the practice of 
Muslim legal scholars in this country. 
‘If – and please note that word – this were thought to be a useful 
direction in which to move, there would be plenty of work still to be 
done, with the greatest care, on what would and would not be possible 
and appropriate areas for such co-operation.  I noted, for example, 
that traditional Muslim attitudes to 'apostasy' posed a very serious 
question (recognised by many Muslim scholars today) and that honest 
discussion of this was imperative.                    

‘I have had a fair amount of recent first-hand contact with Christian 
minorities in Muslim majority countries which have left me with no 
illusions about the sufferings they can and do face, even when there 
is a national legal framework that fully recognises their liberties.  But 
I noted that many Muslim majority countries do distinguish clearly 
between the rights of citizens overall and the duties accepted by 
some citizens of obedience to Islamic law.  It is this that encourages 
me to think that there may be ways of engaging with the world of 
Islamic law on something other than an all-or-nothing basis.  
  
‘I hoped also though, to raise a wider question about the relation 
between faith and law.  We have taken it for granted that the law 
protects the consciences of religious believers and all that I said last 
week needs to be read in that context (I mentioned the conscience 
clauses about abortion in the medical professions).  So, while there is 
no dispute about our common allegiance to the law of the land that 
law still recognises that religious communities form the consciences 
of believers and has not pressed for universal compliance with 
aspects of civil law where conscientious matters are in question. 
However, there are signs that this cannot necessarily be taken quite 
so easily for granted as the assumptions of our society become more 
secular.  I think we ought to keep an eye on this trend; and if we do, 
we shall have to do more thinking about the models of society and law 
we work with.  It's an area where Christians and people of other 
faiths ought to be doing some reflecting together.’

GREEN ISSUES 
In the Garden 

Every little bit of greenery on our planet helps clean the air, contributes 
to our oxygen supply, helps prevent soil erosion and improves our quality of 
life. Even if you only have a few square feet available, preserving and 
promoting the diversity of the area and maintaining it chemical-free will 
enhance your life and keep you, your family and animals safe from harmful 
toxins. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Lawns 

� Set your mower blades to high. The minimum height for grass is 
two and a half inches. Anything shorter is hard to maintain, 
encourages weeds and disease and requires more intervention. 
Longer grass also protects the roots, offering more shade and 
preventing water evaporation. 

� Keep your lawn mower blades sharp. Dull blades will tear the grass, 
damaging the plant, making it require more water than healthy 
plants. 

� Take the grass catcher off the lawn mower. The sun and rain will 
break down the grass clippings and reward you with instant 
compost or use the clippings in your compost. 

� Choose well adapted and disease resistant varieties of grass such 
as ryegrasses and bluegrasses. 

� In a drought, don’t waste water on a lawn beginning to turn brown; 
it will revive after normal rainfall resumes. 

� Plant flowers, trees, ground cover and vegetables instead of grass. 
A lawn is an unnatural ecosystem. Planting one plant species over a 
large area encourages weeds, insects and other plant and animal 
life. 

 
 

Organic Gardening 
Organic gardening begins with your soil. Healthy soil breeds healthy plants 
which can fend off weeds, pests and diseases without chemical treatment. 
Have your soil tested in early spring; home testing kits are also available 
at most garden supply centres. These tests will tell you where your soil is 
deficient and what organic ingredients your lawn needs. 
   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Compost, made from rotted organic material, is the best all around soil 
conditioner available. It improves the physical and biological condition of 
the soil, providing beneficial micro-organisms, excellent drainage and both 
major and minor plant nutrients. Use a shovel or hoe to turn over and 
break up soil. Digging is an important part of conditioning your soil: 

� It allows roots to reach deep, unimpeded by stones and clumps of 
hard earth. 

� It adds to good drainage and air circulation in the soil. 
� It works compost and other organic material into the soil. 
� Digging discourages harmful root feeding insects. 

 
Companion planting is the cornerstone of organic gardening. There are 
many plants that repel insects and provide natural protection for other 
plants that are susceptible. 

� French marigolds repel certain insects that are attracted to 
tomatoes and potatoes. You should plant them throughout your 
garden. 

� Interplant potatoes and collards to reduce flea beetle damage. 
� Garlic repels the larvae of many harmful insects and can be 

planted with anything else except onions. 
� Onions repel many species of insects and should be dispersed 

throughout the garden. But some plants are bad for each other 
too. Avoid planting broccoli and cauliflower close to each other as 
well as other varieties of plants that are closely related. 



Quick Tips 
� If you must water your lawn and garden, water in the morning or 

at night to prevent evaporation. One inch of water a week is 
better than several short showers. 

� Plant native plants in your garden – they need a lot less water and 
maintenance than introduced species. 

� Grow ground cover or use mulch in your garden to cut down on 
water use (it also helps control weeds). 

� Spend an evening outdoors weeding your lawn by hand early in the 
season. 

� Put a barrel under your eaves trough downspout to catch water 
when it rains. You can use this to water indoor plants, your garden 
and wash your car.
