MINISTERIAL LETTER
Watching and Waiting

F

"Christmas won't be Christmas without any presents”grumbles Jo in Little
Women. And as you watch the TV adverts and go round the shops
(especially perhaps the shop which has risen like a phoenix on the site of
Woolworths) the message is loud and clear: Christmas is about giving and
receiving presents and eating a great deal of food in jolly company. And
Christmas is almost here so you'd better get buying!

As I write this letter, it's still only November. The secular world has
jumped straight from Hallowe'en to Christmas. But at St John's, as in
many churches, we treat the time from All Saints' Day (1 November) until
the eve of Advent Sunday as a Kingdom Season. The readings appointed
for this time focus on the Kingdom of God. The season finishes with the
feast of Christ the King, when we hear from Daniel of the Auman being
coming with the clouds of heaven whose kingship shall never be destroyed.
And in our Gospel reading we hear Pilate ask Jesus if he is the king of the
Jews. Jesus replies that his kingdom /s not from the world. The annual
cycle of the Church's year is over; the year begins with the hope of the
coming Messiah and ends with his being proclaimed as king over earth and
heaven: Christ appears on earth to reign.

And with Advent Sunday we begin the cycle all over again. We start by
preparing to celebrate the coming (from Latin adventus) of Christ in his
Incarnation. God takes human flesh and becomes the babe of Bethlehem.
But we also look beyond the baby in the manger to the less cuddly picture
of Christ's final coming as judge at the end of time. When next he comes
with glory, wrapping all the earth in fear. Our Advent Procession gives us a
chance to begin this season of watching and waiting by hearing seasonal
words and music (no Christmas carols!) and in a darkened church taking
part in the transformation from darkness to light that happened when God
intervened in history and Christ, the true Light which enlightens everyone,
came into the world.

Advent lasts four weeks. We light one candle on our Advent Wreath each
week to mark the passing of the Sundays. Our Gospel readings will now be
from Luke. On the first Sunday Jesus speaks to the disciples of the
coming of the kingdom, the Son of man coming in a cloud with power and
great glory; on the second John the Baptist proclaims a baptism of
repentance; on the third he tells the crowds to expect someone who will
baptise them with the Holy Spirit; and on the last Sunday of Advent we
focus on Mary's visit to her cousin Elizabeth, both miraculously pregnant.

Mary's pregnancy was no doubt the same length as any other woman's: 40
weeks. Mary had an angel to announce her baby's conception but she had
no photo of the scan to help make the baby real. So the waiting time gave
her the chance to think herself into motherhood, as she experienced the
changes in her body and made preparations for the birth.

Is there something creative and positive we can do in the watching and
waiting time this Advent? How can we use this season to prepare for
Christ's coming? Perhaps we might try to find some time in the midst of
our busy lives to take a good clear look at ourselves, to get right with God
and one another.

Then we can be ready on Christmas Day to welcome into our hearts the
6od who is a 60d of paradoxes. Christ is a vulnerable baby but he is also a
powerful king. He is the ruler of earth and heaven but he offers us
unconditional love. He is the judge of all but he comes to live on earth as a
human to teach his gospel of love and show us what God is like.

Tremendous, tiny, powerful, feeble,
This, sure, is Jesus, whom we should welcome
As Lord of rulers,
Lofty and lowly, Emmanuel,

CHURCH HEATING
A Few Notes and Thoughts

Much has probably been said or written about the church heating system
over the last year or two, probably and mostly because it has not
functioned from time to time — and the awareness of that when it is most
needed. The basic premise should be to be able to switch on in October,
and switch off in April, and that's that.

Briefly, the existing set-up was installed as an oil-fired job in the late '50s
(there was an even earlier system housed in a sort of crypt below the Lady
Chapel). The oil fired boiler was replaced under the guidance of one Ted
Careless, an electrical engineer, in 1981 by a gas-fired one, which
functioned reasonably well until the early years of the present century.
The odd ad-hoc replacements of control gear were superseded by a major
replacement in 2008, prompting a review of the entire system.

As result of this review, it was established that a number of
improvements to the efficiency of the system would be of benefit, the
major one being the fitting of individual thermostats to the radiators at
the East end of the church and in the Vestry, allowing the generally cooler
West end of the church to dictate the provision of heat. The other main
recommendation, partially implemented, was to improve the airflow around
the radiators. These modifications would appear to be successful,
although they are unlikely to achieve any overall savings. The review
concluded that the boiler itself, with its new controls, was probably good
for several years yet, though not as inherently efficient as a new
combination boiler would be.

It may also be worth exploring what the heating system will not achieve.
We should note that there is currently a conflict of interests - on the one
hand those in church and relatively immobile do not wish to be cold or ina
draught (we have a congregation that tends to be elderly) but on the
other hand is the entirely laudable approach which says that the church
needs to be seen as open and friendly. There is also a further
consideration in that the church is quite frequently used for concerts,
with prestigious performers taking part.

Fair sums of money are involved — so that commercial factors of
performer and audience comfort and hence system reliability are
paramount. Also, the system settings may need to be different from
church services which are participative and involve movement.

That is not to say that any of the above is wrong: simply that there is not
likely to be a single entirely satisfactory solution for all. I make a few
practical observations.

% If the West door is open, it provides a good view of the church
interior — except that one cannot see the high altar from street level
due to the succession of steps. There is no way that this can be
improved.

& If the West door is fully open, and assuming, let's say, half the 9.00am
congregation of 100, or the Kidz Klub, enter this way, with a 10mph
westerly wind blowing, a possible 800 cubic metres of outside air could
be blown in. The volume of the entire nave between the pillars is
roughly 800 cubic metres. There is no way that warm-air curtains or
any other device would compensate for January temperatures on this
scale

% One possible solution to the above, which I only mention as a
discussion point as it would be expensive, is a revolving door. It was
not for nothing that Chicago, known as "Windy City" fathered this
device. Each person passing through might take with them 1 cubic
metre of air from outside - thus instead of 800 cu m of cold air, only
50. Is it worth it, or are there other ways of achieving the same end?
It is food for thought if nothing else.

RELIGIOUS DICTIONARY
C' is for Compline

Compline is the last of the traditional Monastic offices of Daily Prayer,
said before retiring for the night. It comes from the Latin Completorium,
"It is / has been completed”. The earliest form of Compline was written by
St. Basil in the 4™ Century, but it was St. Benedict who made it a regular
part of the religious life by incorporating it into his monastic Rule of life.
The corresponding service in the Eastern Churches is called Apodeipnon,
meaning in Greek “after Supper”.

The service begins with a Confession and Absolution, then a recitation of
certain Psalms, almost invariably Psalm 91 but on occasion others, then the
Nunc Dimittis, followed by the Lord's Prayer and other intercessions,
ending with either a blessing or an offering to God of ourselves. The
service itself is based around a series of versicles and responses, and
individual sentences of scripture, and the feel of the Liturgy is of an
individual preparing to sleep in a darkened and awesome world, who asks
6od for the protection of the Angels and Saints, and places their own
individual, for the emphasis within Compline is not really corporate but
individual, soul into God's hands. It includes the Hymn Te Luce Antinum,
"Before the ending of the day" and may include a reading, but usually lasts
no more than 15 minutes, after which we are encouraged to remain in
silence until we awake from that night's sleep.

The essential parts of the service were incorporated by Cranmer into the
First Prayer Book of 1549 in the service of Evensong (eg the Nunc
Dimittis), and so it remained until the revised Prayer Book of 1928 set
Compline aside again as a separate service. Within the Anglican tradition it
has increased in popularity, and is now part of Common Worship. It
regularly forms a part of devotions on retreats, and is at its best, for me
anyway, sung in Latin in a darkened and candle-lit chapel.

Compline will be said in the Choir Stalls here at St John's on the four
Tuesdays of Advent, and will be candle-lit. The dates are: Tuesday, 1, 8, 15
and 22 December, and it will be at 9.15 pm after bell-ringing practice has
finished. I do hope that you can join us.
