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The General Thanksgiving:

In the Book of Common Prayer this is the first of the Thanksgivings “... to
be used before the two final prayers of the Litany or of Morning or
Evening Prayer”. It is so named in order to distinguish it from the
particular thanksgivings, such as for rain, which follow. This is not a
prayer written by Thomas Cranmer, but was composed in 1661 by Bishop
Reynolds (1599-1676), Bishop of Norwich, and which was revised by Bishop
Sanderson (1587-1663), Bishop of Lincoln. Sanderson also took a
prominent part in the Savoy Conference of 1661, which was charged with
the formulation of the post-restoration BCP, and writing its Preface.

Genuflexion:

A momentary kneeling on the right knee used in the Western Church as a
ceremonial reverence when passing before the Blessed Sacrament, or
when entering and leaving a place where the Sacrament is Reserved. It is
also used before the cross on Good Friday, after the Words of Institution
during the Eucharistic Prayer, and at the Incarnatus — the phrase within
the Nicene Creed where it says “.. was incarnate from the Holy spirit and
was made man,” although this is strictly reserved for the Feasts of
Christmas Day and the Annunciation (25 March — Lady Day). The right
knee is used simply because it is a symbol of being on the right side/hand
of God.

Glebe:

In English ecclesiastical Law this is the land devoted to the maintenance
of the Incumbent of the parish. Since Norman times every church has
been required to have a house and glebe to house the Incumbent before it
can be consecrated as a parish. The Glebe land could either be cultivated
by the Parson or leased to tenants, but since 1978 all Glebe was
transferred into the hands of respective Diocesan Boards of Finance, so
technically Glebe land no longer exists, but can be used as a term to refer
to land owned by the church.
